2. Teams must provide proof of approval of the
team’s participation from the team’s Federation
Organization Member.

3. Teams from outside the State Association
where the tournament is located must provide
proof of permission to travel. Teams must be
in good standing with their Federation Organi-
zation.

FOREIGN TEAMS - For a team coming from a

1. Players must present passports at registration
or, if from a nation that the United States does
not require a passport, proof of entry into the
United States that is required by the United
States.
